Style-sheet for contributors to the journal
Authors should retain a copy of their paper against which to check proofs.  One set of proofs will be sent to the authors directly by the publishers, for immediate attention. Editing is done electronically, so all comments, corrections etc. will appear on a Word document. Please add/accept/reject comments, corrections etc. in the same format.

1. Authors are asked to use single quotation marks, except in the case of quotes within quotes.  Quotes of 3 lines or longer are separated by space and indentation from the rest of the paragraph (1.27 right and left margins).
2. All notes should be given as endnotes and numbered using Arabic numerals.  Endnotes should be inserted after the punctuation mark.
3. References should be by name and publication date, followed by page number, e.g. Danto 1981: 80.  If reference is to a text, without page number, use either Danto (1981) or (see, for instance, Danto 1981). 
4. Abbreviations are used where references are made to frequently cited works or works within a collected edition: e.g. the collected works of Hegel or Kant; or when different editions are discussed, e.g. different editions of Aristotle’s De Anima. Abbreviations should be listed separately at the beginning of the endnotes (or the first endnote whatever is least cumbersome) with the corresponding name and date references with full bibliographical information in the bibliography. In text abbreviations appear as: (PS: 355) 
5. Paragraphs are separated by indentation. Sections are identified preferably by Latin numerals (in addition to section-headings when these are used).

6. The hyphen minus [-] used for hyphenated expressions such as, subject-object, in-itself, and for page ranges 3-6; the em dash [—] with spaces on either side is used for embedded clauses.

7. Elisions of up to 10 words are signaled with three dots … longer elisions with three dots in square brackets […]. Please do not insert spaces between dots.

8. All works referred to should appear at the end of the paper, set out in alphabetical and chronological order, in the following format:

Note bibliographical difference regarding editorship in O. Smith (2000), ‘Ideas and Substances’ in A. Jones (ed.), Metaphysics, London: Any Press, and O. Smith (2000), Metaphysical Investigations, ed. A. Jones and B. James, London: Any Press. Also trans. precedes translator’s name.
9. Reviewers are encouraged to avoid endnotes in shorter reviews (2-3,000 words); references to works that are not under review are given in the end in the bibliography in the manner specified in (8). The journal accepts review articles and longer reviews, especially when more than one book is under review (6-7,000 words).
10. Reviews are headed by the bibliographical details of the book under review in the following fashion:
